	14. St. Joseph School-Student Council:  Once a month, the students will prepare a meal for the residents of Ozanam Family Shelter.  The meals will begin in October and run through May.

As part of this effort, they also co-sponsor a World AIDS Day Service and help wrap gifts at Barnes & Noble to raise money for this project.

The focus of the conference is to address issues that might interfere with youth staying on track and becoming productive member of our community such as substance abuse, teen pregnancy, or risk taking behavior.
